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SPECIAL NEEDS REGISTRY INFORMATION FORM

The Logan County Emergency Management Agency (EMA) and the Logan County Health Department (LCHD) formed a Special Needs Advisory Panel (SNAP) in 2005.  The work of this panel has resulted in the development of a special needs registry through the Logan County 9-1-1 system.  In the event of a natural disaster or manmade catastrophe, the Logan County EMA and LCHD will provide emergency management services to the residents of Logan County to ensure that safety and essential health services continue.  If you have a physical, cognitive, and/or sensory disability, and/or medical care need that would require you to have assistance during and after an emergency, please complete the Disability Information Sheet.  Once completed, the information on this form will allow a special needs indicator to be placed in the comment field on the 9-1-1 system, which will enable the emergency responders to assist you more easily during an emergency.  After completing and signing the information sheet, mail it to the address listed near the bottom of the sheet.  You may call the LCHD at (217) 735-2317 should you have any questions.

The information that you provide on the Disability Information Sheet will remain CONFIDENTIAL.  It will only be given to Logan County 9-1-1 and first responder agencies associated with your emergency evacuation and/or medical care needs.

The Logan County EMA and LCHD will do their best to provide essential services to you during and after an emergency.  When disasters occur, the demand for resources may exceed local capability and become unavailable.  Therefore, it is recommended that you develop individual emergency preparedness plans, which includes utilizing family and friends to meet your immediate needs, and stockpile necessities.  It is important that your medical needs, physician contact information, prescription medicine, family contact information, and any other important information are kept in a secure location in your home.  

The special needs registry has been developed to enhance emergency preparedness and response in Logan County.  The registry will only benefit you and the community if you register.
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
